ROLL CALL

CALL TO ORDER

There being a quorum present, Mayor McCoy called the meeting to order.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor McCoy led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.
MELISSA COGDAL – CITY CLERK
Re:  Administrative Hearing – Business Closures
Melissa Cogdal, City Clerk, advised the Council in accordance with Section 3-108 any business operating in the City of Hannibal without obtaining/renewing their city business license should be provided with a notice of an administrative hearing to be held by the Council to determine the closure of the business. City Clerk Cogdal advised the Council that she is here presenting those businesses tonight that have not renewed their 2024/2025 business licenses that were due for renewal by June 30, 2024. Mrs. Cogdal advised that the businesses had been provided with a renewal notice, a reminder of renewal, and a final notice with the set date and time of the administrative hearing. She advised the Council that the businesses presented this evening are those that have not communicated with the Clerk’s office or renewed upon notice. Mrs. Cogdal advised all business licenses not renewed have been closed.  Any business wishing to continue to operate will need to pay all outstanding gross tax fees and all late fees, apply for a new business license, and follow all new business license procedures. Mrs. Cogdal stated that in accordance with Section 15-24 all delinquent business license holders shall pay, in addition to the delinquent license fees or taxes (3%), a five percent penalty will also be added.  The three percent interest and five percent penalty (total of 8%) will become part of the license fee or tax. Mrs. Cogdal reminded the Council that any license not renewed within three months of the due date will be expired and closed and may not be renewed. City Clerk Cogdal advised this would also include liquor licenses. 
City Clerk Cogdal presented the following list of businesses that have not renewed: Finns Food & Spirits, Color Me Tan, Grow Depot Hannibal LLC, Royal Lee Construction Solutions, Terminix International, Elam Heating & Air Conditioning, Eagle View Tree Service, Advantage Property Care LLC, Do It Right Construction, Brumbaugh Tree Service LLC, Ray’s Just Right Construction, Securitas Security Service, Thomas Property Maintenance, Thompson Wood Products, War Dogs Outdoor Service LLC, West Central Electric & Heating, Wilson’s Sewer and Drain, SCL Crafts, Heartland Restoration INC, and Mullanack Builders LLC for closure. Mrs. Cogdal advised the businesses will be notified, by certified letter, to close the business and cease all  operations until a business license is obtained. Mrs. Cogdal advised, under RSMo Chapter 536, the business owner will have 30 days to file an appeal with the circuit court, and a written notice must be provided to the City of Hannibal no later than 30 days of the decision by the Council to close the business.
City Clerk Cogdal advised the Council she was notified by the State of Missouri that Busy Corner #2/Mangal Murti INC located at 3906 McMasters Avenue, that their Missouri retail sales tax license has been revoked.  Once the Clerk’s office receives a letter of request to close a business, which is in pursuant to provision RSMo 144.083, it prohibits any further sales. In accordance with Section 15-32 of the City of Hannibal Charter, it directs the Chief of Police or his designee to lock or chain the business doors. Mrs. Cogdal advised on May 28, 2025, she received notice from the State of Missouri to close the listed business. 
A motion was made by Council Member Koehn to close all 20 businesses presented to the Council in addition to Busy Corner #2 as directed by the State of Missouri effective immediately. The motion was seconded by Council Member Azotea.

The motion was followed by an unanimous vote in favor of closing all the submitted businesses in accordance with Section 15-32 of the City of Hannibal Charter. 

Motion carried.
ADJOURNMENT

A motion was then made by Council Member Koehn to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Council Member Munger.
