Re: Street Closure – Section 16-84 Noise Level for Outdoor Performances
Friday, July 18, 2025 – Saturday, July 19, 2025, 5:00 p.m. until 10:45 p.m.

Jim Hark, who is representing the Hannibal B-B-Q festival came forward.  Mr. Hark stated he was here to request approval for street closures as well as a raise in the decibel ordinance level for the Hannibal BBQ festival to be held July 18-19th.  He is requesting the closure of Collison Steet and Market Street to New London Gravel to assist emergency services and protect parking for residents in the area.  

Mr. Hark stated while the decibel level has never come close to the maximum allowed, he would like to be safe regarding the ordinance. 

A motion was then made by Mayor Pro Tem Munger to approve the request to increase the decibel level and street closures for the Hannibal Bar-B-Q Festival being held July 18-19, 2025.  The motion was seconded by Council Member Koehn.

TRAVIS WILSON – 303A N. MAIN STREET
Re: Request for Right-A-Way on Public Property

Travis Wilson of 303A North Main Street and Bob Yapp of Preservation Resources Inc advised the Council they have been working on a proposal with HDDC, the City of Hannibal, and MECO engineering on a design for a balcony for personal use at 303A North Main Street. Mr. Yapp advised it would be like American Décor, and they want it to look historic. Mayor McCoy advised Mr. Wilson the item the Council can address this evening is the permission to build on a a right-a-way on public property. Mr. Yapp advised the engineering cost will be very expensive and Mr. Wilson is seeking permission for the right-a-way prior to taking on the cost of the engineering design. Council Member Leeders inquired how many columns would the balcony require and how large would the collum be? Mr. Yapp advised it would require two columns that would have footings that go 4 feet into the ground, and he is unsure of the size as that will depend on the engineering and specifics that go into it. Council Member Azotea verified with Mr. Yapp that the balcony had “already been approved by HDDC?” Mr. Yapp advised the “concept” has. Interim City Manager Andy Dorian advised he and the Building Inspector have approved the “concept.” City Attorney James Lemon advised the Council is being asked to approve something that is speculative without details of an engineering design. Mr. Yapp advised that nothing would be constructed without being approved by the Building Inspector. 

Mayor Pro Tem Munger made a motion to approve the right-away for Mr. Wilson. Council Member Haycraft seconded the motion.  

Building Inspector Mike McHargue advised the Council that the City of Hannibal has an Ordinance on file allowing balconies. His concerns are if the sidewalk or area would need dug up and the snow removal may be difficult if the columns protrude out too far. Mr. McHargue advised that balconies are covered in the Ordinance and do have restrictions and setbacks. City Attorney Lemon advised the Council acting on something without engineering and detail is not recommended. Mr. Lemon advised a blanket approval would be hard to come back from, and actions will affect future generations. Mr. Lemon advised, if you’re speaking on Ordinance change, the Council does have the ability to make decisions on a case-by-case basis. Mr. Lemon recommends the approval be subject to the final design, having been reviewed and approved by all parties. Mr. Lemon advised he would also need directions on the documents that are required, and what exactly we are giving permission for, before giving a blanket approval make sure the design has been approved and checked off by all. 

Mayor Pro Tem Munger amended his motion to approve the utilization of the City’s right-away subject to the approval of the final design by all City staff and Council. Council Member Haycraft seconded the motion.

A motion was made by Council Member Koehn to have the City Clerk read Bill No. 25-053 and call the roll for adoption. The motion was seconded by Council Member Fleetwood.

Council Member Haycraft advised he had received a lot of feedback from his ward and had no citizens support the Ordinance change. Council Member Azotea advised she had feedback with only one citizen in favor of changing the Ordinance. Ms. Azotea advised “there are many things to take in consideration animals running off, PTSD in veterans, extra stress for emergency services, and injury make the risk just not worth it.” Council Member Koehn advised he has also had a lot of feedback with all being in favor of the change and “they keep pushing and want this.” “Fireworks are going to be going regardless, if this is a way we can allow people to celebrate, “I’m all for it.”  Council Member Fleetwood advised it has been 50/50 with the citizens reaching out to him. “It’s hard for me to predict failure of people, I’d rather give them an opportunity to do something, then come back and say, “How did it go?” advised Fleetwood. Mayor Pro Tem Munger advised I just don’t believe the risk is worth it. 

Mayor McCoy advised he has spoken to many people and found people in favor of Ordinance change 2 to 1. “My personal opinion is I don’t think we should tell people what they can and can’t do on their property”.  Mayor McCoy advised that no fireworks can be shot off on public property including in the streets. Mayor McCoy asked the other Council Members who are in favor of passing the Ordinance if they would be in favor of revisiting the issue if “it turns out to be a disaster.” All the Council agreed to revisit the change if feedback warranted it.
