The Ad Valorem property tax rate is based on every $100.00 dollars of assessed value for both real and personal property taxes. Mrs. Magruder advised the General Fund receives approximately .72 cents of every $100.00 of assessed value, with .27 cents going to the Library, and .12 cents going to the Police & Fire retirement fund.
