Mr. Lemon advised the sales tax proceeds will be used for the sole purpose of paying cost associated with public safety improvements including, but without limitations, equipment, salaries and benefits, and facilities for police, fire, and emergency medical providers.

Eric Graham, IT Director, advised the Council he is requesting the approval of a bid award to Tech Electronics for the upgrade and replacement of audio and video equipment in the City Council Chambers, Mr. Graham advised the Council the City had gone out for bid and received seven bids. Mr. Graham advised that two vendors met all the requirements of the bid specifications, after comparing them, due to response time and service needs, he is advising the approval of the bid to Tech Electronics in the amount of $46,987.00.

DARRIN GORDON – BOPW GENERAL MANAGER
JOHN ORTWERTH- BOPW PRESIDENT OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
Re: Report in Accordance with Section 11.11 of City Charter

Darrin Gordon, General Manager, and John Ortwerth, President of the Board of Public Works, addressed the Council with an update in accordance with Section 11.11 of the City Charter. Mr. Gordon advised the Council his first item to discuss is the second reading and approval of the Northeast Generation Project Purchase Power Agreement Ordinance. Mr. Gordon advised that the project is to be constructed and paid for by MPUA, and that MPUA will be purchasing land in the Hannibal Lakeside Technology Park to construct the generator. Mr. Gordon advised that the Board of Public Works will be seeking approval for a power purchase agreement at the next scheduled Council meeting. Mr. Gordon advised the project to be at no cost to the ratepayers until the project is complete and power is generated. This project will allow the City to receive 30MW of capacity. Mr. Gordon advised the cost will be 4.3 million and the City is currently spending 4.6 million on capacity. Council Member Azotea asked if the City has failed to provide electricity to it’s ratepayers. Mr. Gordon advised that no, there has never been a rolling brown out, however with increased usage there has been in other areas and could possibly happen in the future. Mr. Gordon advises grid 5 is only in Missouri, which causes constraints due to only being allowed to purchase power from your zone. Mr. Gordon advised the increase in cost for purchasing capacity is the need for the project. He advised capacity went from being a non-budgeted item to costing millions per year. Mr. Gordon advised that Prairie State will be up in 2038 and go offline. He advised when that happens the City will lose 20MW. Council Member Azotea inquired how much the project will cost ratepayers when completed and online. Mr. Gordon advised it will be paid for over 30 years, and the cost is about 50 million dollars. Mr. Gordon advised the revenue made from the generator will go towards that cost. Mr. Gordon advised this will allow the City to budget the exact cost and the project will require no bonds to complete, Council Member Azotea inquired what the increases will be to the ratepayers when the project must be paid for. Mr. Gordon advised there would be no increases to rates unless the cost of providing electricity with all 3 factors requires an increase. Mr. Gordon advised that the Indian Mounds substation will be completed at the end of September. Mr. Gordon advised this station is the “heart of the commercial district’ and a fantastic project. 

Gordon advised the Board continues to repair manhole covers advising the Board follows the Street department after paving and repairs the manhole covers on the roadways. Mr. Gordon advised Bear Creek Dam spillway relief dam is underway with a project cost of $700,000 dollars. Mr. Gordon advised water service lines regulations in the future continue to be monitored and in the future, there can be no lead or copper lines from the main into homes. Mr. Gordon advised that approximately 4,800 homes still have them with an estimated cost of $27,000 per line to replace. Mr. Gordon advised regulations to be enforced between 2027-2037. Mr. Gordon advised new regulations will be in place in 2030 for water treatment before dumping. Mr. Gordon advised the Board will continue to remove fluoride from the public water and believes the process will take approximately 6 months.

John Ortwerth advised the Board would like to discuss adding a 5th Board Member as well as the future path of stormwater. Mayor McCoy advised the entire Council and Board will set a date to meet to discuss the option of adding a 5th Member and how to move forward for funding the Board of Public Works and stormwater repair.
