Norma Beedle of 22 Holiday Drive advised the Council she would like to speak to them regarding easements given to companies on private property. Ms. Beedle advised she is referring to any privately owned company that needs to use personal property for their product. Ms. Beedle advised two weeks ago she awoke to a private company accessing her property. Ms. Beedle advised property owners spend a lot of money to keep their property looking nice. “These companies providing elective services enter people’s private property without warning, notice, scope of work, or compensation.”  Ms. Beedle believes these private companies make money off private property. Ms. Beedle requested the Council investigate the easements given to these companies, and property owners’ rights. Mayor McCoy advised Ms. Beedle, the City Attorney is looking into the issue. 

Sandra Basnett of 200 S. Main Street, Mark Twain Hotel Apartments, addressed the Council. Ms. Basnett advised she is requesting the Council take the residents of the Mark Tain Hotel Apartments into consideration when approving events. Ms. Basnett advised parking for the residents of apartments becomes a problem when events are in that area.
